The Meeting will be on Thursday, April 28, 2022
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W hen Winter Storm Frida 
brought a blanket of ice 
and snow to the Eastern 

Shore on Monday, Jan. 3,  Choptank 
Electric Cooperative was ready to 
serve its members immediately. 

The outages were mostly concen-
trated in Talbot, Dorchester, Wicom-
ico, and Caroline Counties with 
over 1,600 members without pow-

er during the height of the storm. 
Throughout the course of the storm, 
there was a total of 2,571 members 
without power, but all members were 
restored before the day’s end.

After the storm ended, in an ef-
fort to assist other restoration ef-
forts in our region, 10 linemen and 
two supervisors were sent to Rap-
pahannock Electric Cooperative on 

Wednesday, Jan. 5, to help restore 
power to 30,000 members.

Ten days later, they finally returned 
home on Thursday, January 13, after 
grueling 18-hour shifts. REC’s outag-
es consisted mostly of downed pow-
er lines and poles caused by ice and 
trees, which takes time to rebuild, 
especially in the remote parts of their 
territory.

Choptank Fiber Connects Members on the Lower Shore

C hoptank Fiber successfully in-
stalled gigabit-speed internet 

service in rural Worcester and Som-
erset Counties for the first time. To 
celebrate this milestone, we invited 
the community and elected officials 
for ribbon-cutting ceremonies held 
at Chesapeake Bay Dairy (Worcester 
County) and Hawks Corner (Somerset 
County).

Laura Holland, owner of Ches-
apeake Bay Dairy, said she was 
thrilled. “Since they connected our 
service, the kids haven’t stopped us-

ing it. I’ve been telling our neighbors 
how fast everything is when you get 
online, there is no waiting or spinning, 
items come up instantly.”

Mike Malandro, President and CEO, 
thanked members and staff of the 
Worcester County Commission. “This 
project is the start of internet connec-
tion for many unserved households 
on the lower Shore,” he explained. 
“Working together, we look forward to 
giving rural families and businesses, 
like the Hollands’ Dairy, access to re-
liable internet so their operation can 

continue to develop here in Worces-
ter County.”

Somerset County Commissioner 
President and Choptank Director 
Craig Mathies had this to say about 
the new fiber connection. “Broad-
band is vital to economic develop-
ment and building our communities 
here in Somerset County… This will 
open up so many opportunities for 
our residents; this is what we need, 
and I want to thank all of you for your 
hard work.”

A s a Member - Regulated 
Cooperative, Choptank 
Electric’s Board of Directors 

has the authority to establish 
and change rates created by the 
Cooperative.  Here are a couple of 
recent changes for you to be aware of:  

General Service-Irrigation (FI): 
effective with billings rendered on 
or after March 1, 2022  

This is a revision of the current 
irrigation tariff. Demand charges 
no longer fluctuate based on the 
season, and a horsepower charge 
no longer applies. Each month, 

when 500 kWh or less is consumed 
under this rate, only an energy 
(kWh) charge will apply.  Both 
energy (kWh) and demand (kW) 
will be billed when consumption 
exceeds 500 kWh. Additionally, the 
applicability of the rate has been 
expanded.

Load Control Rider-Irrigation (LC-
FI): effective with billings rendered 
on or after March 1, 2022  

This is a voluntary rider that may 
be paired only with the General 
Service-Irrigation (FI) rate. Under 
this rider, members who curtail load 

during specific peak periods are 
eligible for a curtailment credit. 

An up-to-date version of the full 
Choptank tariff, which includes 
all rates, charges, and terms and 
conditions, is always available on 
the Rates page of the Cooperative 
website at www.choptankelectric.
coop/rates under “Current Tariff.”
